Today
we remember Martin Luthers 16th century church reforms: theology of grace, worship practice,
scripture in the common language, and much more. As in Luther s age, so in ours: God's word is
alive, surprises with grace, and sets us free by faith. Ancient writers speak to us through scripture
today and enliven our faith: Paul declares justification by faith apart from works and Christ sets us
free for the sake of the world.

Also today, during 10:30 a.m. worship, we celebrate with the Confirmation youth whose three years of
study culminates in the Affirmation of Baptism. These young people pick up as their own the promises
that their parents made to them at baptism. Confirmation is a milestone through which they continue
asking questions of faith and doubt as baptized people.

Because of CDC guidelines, masks are highly recommended for everyone at worship for both
vaccinated and unvaccinated people. Unvaccinated people should continue to wear masks.

Now we know that whatever the law says, it speaks to those who are under the law, so that every
mouth may be silenced, and the whole world may be held accountable to God. ?°For “no human being
will be justified in his sight” by deeds prescribed by the law, for through the law comes the knowledge
of sin.
