With the people of the early church, we
confess that Jesus “is seated at the right hand of the Father” as a way to celebrate the mystery of the
risen Christ being brought into the fullness of God (Luke 24:51). Like the disciples in today’s Bible
readings, we seek understanding of God’s mercy (Luke 24:47) through the cloud of holy confusion
(Acts 1:9) and are drawn through worship to joy (Luke 24:52). Jesus final act before ascending was
to bless his people (Luke 24:50-51) and, in return, his people blessed him and worshiped God (Luke
24:52-53). Today, we do the same.
